A combination of the three national, prefectural, and municipal parks along the Kiso River
was named the Sario Park Sobue using “sa” from the Chinese character for sand and “rio”
which is Portuguese for river. The Sobue sand dunes are riverbank sand dunes unique to the
Kiso River and rare topography even in Japan. The availability of water sports on the Kiso
River and large play equipment in the park make it popular as a waterfront recreation area.
