Inazawa City, located in the center of the
Nobi Plain, has prospered as a vegetable
production region from ancient times taking
advantage of the fertile soil created by the
three Kiso rivers.

However, those involved in farming are
aging rapidly and there is a shortage of
successors. In consideration of the
situation, various efforts are being
implemented to establish the attractions of
farming and promote local agriculture such
as agricultural experience school geared
toward elementary school students and the
Hatsuratsu agriculture school.

In the late 19th century, the textile industry prospered
in the Owari Western region and Inazawa City
developed as an agricultural and industrial city.
Afterward, the opening of the Inazawa train yard on
the former national railroad improved its transport
functionality expanding sales channels for agricuttural
and industrial products throughout the nation. In the
late 1950’ s companies were invited to establish
themselves in the city, which laid the foundation for
today’s industry.

In Inazawa City, which was successful in attracting
the factories of large corporations, general machinery
and electronics parts-related industries have
flourished in recent years. Its conveniently accessible
location supports companies’ potential for growth.
The second phase of the Heiwa Industrial Complex is
currently under construction and further vitalization
can be expected.
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
