Recent
tendency shows that there are such cases that a scammer places a
fake call impersonating your child or grandson saying that “I need
money because I caused damages to my company as I lost the
documents or my bag and must compensate the company for the
damage” or because “I require emergency surgery”. As for the phone
call pretended to be a family, please hang up the phone once and call
your child or grandson for a fact-check. This will help in preventing
damage. Therefore, If you receive suspicious call, hang up the phone
once and report to police station after a fact-check.



Stop Parking Bicycles including “Motorized Bicycles” Illegally.

2. Tell the address precisely, or anything to be marked

like facilities’ name.
3. Tell who or what is in what situation ,

ex. 2nd floor of a house is in fire, or a girl is injured by
car accident, etc.

4. Tell who you are with the relationship
with the 119 call contents.
